Player Commitment Policy                   2025-2026
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JACS POLICY: regarding Commitment of Players Selected: It is expressly understood by all players and their parents/guardians that once selected to a team, they are responsible for all fees associated with the team. No refunds will be given once accepted and registered to the program should a player elect not to participate.  JACS will work with the player and or family to allow them to find an appropriate solution to a grievance involving age associated training. (Jr JACS ISSUE).  It is further understood that players are expected to participate in all training sessions, games and designated tournaments. Players will not be eligible to play in a game or tournament unless all fees are current or paid in full. 

PLAYERS ATTENDANCE RESPONSIBILITY: Please make a note that it is the player’s responsibility to travel to every event (training, game and tournament) with a ball, all training shirts, and full uniform.  You must notify the team coach if your child will be absent for a training, game or tournament.

JACS PRACTICE POLICY:  We realize that our players may have other activities or interests. We also strongly believe it is crucial that players attend every training session unless they simply cannot attend for a valid reason.  As such, the older the player, the stricter the team coach will be with absences from mandatory training sessions/games/tournaments.  You must notify the team coach if your child will be absent for a training, game, or tournament with a reasonable time frame the coach dictates.  Short notice can affect the training of the other players since the coach is planning a certain session or expectation from that session.

INJURY: If a player is injured, and cannot attend a practice session or other event, it is important that he/she notifies the team coach so that this can be so noted on the attendance record.  If the injury is severe enough, the coach can require a doctor release to return to the roster.  (An example is a concussion.) 

UNIFORMS: Uniforms (or parts of the package) can be ordered through soccer.com at the beginning of the year once the registration process is completed.  A link will be sent directly to your email to order uniforms.  Replacement pieces are up to the player and parent when needed.

PAST DUE FEES: A player with fees that are past due (over 60 days), who has not made an attempt to work out a repayment plan, will be placed in bad standing until such time as the financial obligation has been resolved. Players with existing balances or past due balances may request they be allowed to pay their fees on a payment plan. The decision to allow for payment plan on outstanding balances is that of the JACS President.  Players placed in bad standing will be prohibited from participating with their club teams in games or tournaments.  Any outstanding balances from previous season will need to be paid before the player can be accepted to a new team.
